 Championship finals will be on 4 mats wrestling for 1st, 3rd, 5th, and 7th place   

 There will be a team award for the top 2 teams in both AA and AAA  

 There will be an award for coach of the year in both AA and AAA  

 There will be an outstanding wrestler award  

  

Girls Tournament (Sunday)  
 Weigh-ins will be conducted in the wrestling room by team  

 Medals will be awarded for the top 4 place finishers in each weight class  

 Championship finals will be on 2 mats wrestling for 1st and 3rd place   

 There will be a team award for the top 2 teams overall
